The Local Board of Appeal & Equalization has the power to reduce and increase the market value and to review the classification of individual properties upon petition of the tax payer, and to determine whether corrections may be needed. The representatives from the county assessor’s office are here to answer inquiries and, if requested by the town board, to make recommendations on appropriate changes. An appeal must be made at the Local Board of Appeal & Equalization meeting to entitle the taxpayer to a hearing at the County Board of Appeal & Equalization. 
Included in the town minutes are the St. Louis County minutes with detailed information on each parcel. The motions for the town minutes will list the parcel code numbers and the county minutes may be referenced.
