Security Cameras: The security cameras have been installed and are working. May need to get a different monitor.
CONTINUUM

Community Center: The garage fuel oil tank slab & curb should be poured in July and will notify Curtis Oil to switch out the tank after that. Clerk contacted the manufacturer of the kitchen cabinets and they will warranty the peeling doors. Sent them the dimensions, picture and mailing address to mail the replacements. Suggested heat shields to go between the ovens or dishwasher and the cabinetry. Clerk contacted Arvig and Lake County Power and sent them the tax exempt forms for the town. Pots and pans will be purchased for the kitchen.  

Roads: Pioneer Lake Road Ditching - The certified letters went out June, 21, 2016 and three signed agreements have been returned. Property owners were concerned about the town taking 33 feet from the centerline and it was decided that 20 feet would be good. Dust Control – the roads have been done. Gravel – the policy to acquire gravel and waiver to go into the pit was read and approved. Beaver – Tim Randall contacted the beaver trapper that the county uses and will see if he can look into the beaver problem on Kauppi Lake road and McKay road. Will look into other trappers.
Cemetery: The rain barrel has been placed at the cemetery.

Park: Old School Lives has sent all the paperwork to IRRRB regarding the grant.
Meetings: Board attended MAT Short Course. Clerk and deputy attended election training. Election Judge Training July 25th.

St. Louis County: Auditor – Clerk posted the Primary Election Notice. Received the first portion of the tax levy payment. Planning – Received the proposed revisions to St. Louis Cty. Subdivision Ordinance 60 and St. Louis Cty. Zoning Ordinance 62. Public Works – Kourtney Kinsley motioned, supported by Tim Randall to approve and sign the two copies of the St. Louis Cty. Public Works plowing contract. Kourtney Kinsley aye. Jamie Bowden aye. Tim Randall aye. ALL IN FAVOR. MOTION CARRIED. Will return signed copies for county to sign. St. Louis Cty. Sheriff’s Volunteer Rescue Squad – Kourtney Kinsley motioned, supported by Tim Randall to make a contribution of $500 to the St. Louis Cty. Sheriff’s Volunteer Rescue Squad. Kourtney Kinsley aye.
