Board of Appeal & Equalization Training: Supervisor Mevissen will take training on-line.
Election Equipment Sales Order Agreement: This is for the DS200 ballot counting machine. The VEGA-2 Grant Award will cover $1,382.60. General Election: Due to COVID-19 mail-in ballots only were discussed for the General Election on November 3, 2020. Cotton will have the polling place open and not use mail-in ballots. Voters have the option to receive an absentee ballot from the St. Louis County Auditor’s Office.
Variance: The Cotton Planning Review Board have no objections to the variance application received from St. Louis County Planning and Community Development. 
Post Office Damage: The Board approved the letter Clerk Julin composed to the post master regarding damage to the floors and door in the Cotton Post Office.
Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security (CARES) Act Funding: Cotton Township is eligible to receive $11,200. The money can be used to cover expenses that incurred during the period that begins on March 1, 2020, and ends on November 15, 2020. There are various expenses the Coronavirus Relief Fund payment could be used for. Election booths, plexiglass dividers for election judges, wages for additional election judges, monthly GoToMeeting payment, technology equipment, etc. It is also uncertain if additional expenses could arise between now and November 15, 2020. Will Keyes motioned, supported by Tim Randall to approve and sign the Coronavirus Relief Fund Certification Form. Will Keyes aye. Tim Randall aye. Jared Mevissen aye. MOTION CARRIED. 

National Night Out: Due to COVID-19 pandemic it is strongly recommending that all National Night Out 2020 areas celebrate on October 6, 2020. Clerk Julin will look into this further.
