Tim Randall motioned, supported by Kourtney Kinsley to have Tracy Excavating ditch the intersection of Lily Lake Road and North Strand Lake Road. Including around the curve on Lily Lake Road and placing a culvert in Karen Bussert’s driveway. The culvert will be purchased by Bussert and the town will install. Tim Randall aye. Kourtney Kinsley aye. MOTION CARRIED.
As a guest, Kourtney Kinsley requested a $1,500 contribution on behalf of the Cotton Area Baseball Club. Tabled.
