OLD BUSINESS
Beaver Pond Leveler: An informational letter was sent to residents of Kauppi Lake on May 2, 2018 informing them the Board is considering placing a beaver pond leveler on Kauppi Lake Road. The Board requested the letter be sent prior to this meeting to give all the property owners an opportunity to provide input. Connie Gunderson gave some background information to residents and guests attending the meeting regarding the beaver pond leveler. This topic has been discussed beginning in November, 2017 when Gunderson first approached the Board. She is willing to meet with land owners and help them protect their trees from ambitious beaver and wants to address any concerns residents may have. Gunderson feels that ultimately a beaver pond leveler will save the township money, maintenance, keep the road functioning and take care of the environment. A letter was read from Brie Austinson addressing her input pertaining to Kauppi Lake Road. The letter is on file in the township office. Chris Horoshak voiced his support of the beaver pond leveler. Will Keyes motioned, supported by Kourtney Kinsley to spend up to $1,500 to purchase and install a beaver pond leveler when the culvert is placed on Kauppi Lake Road. Kourtney Kinsley aye. Will Keyes aye. Calla Peterson aye. All in favor. MOTION CARRIED. Supervisor Keyes stated the matter will be revisited if it can’t be done at that price. 
Rose Lake Road: Letters were received from residents on Rose Lake Road regarding concerns with wood chips that were left on the sides of the road after the township had brushing completed. Sally Blank felt many of the seasonal residents were unaware of why brushing was done in the first place and were unhappy with how it was left. Supervisor Kinsley stated a letter was sent to residents on the road prior to the brushing informing them it needed to be brushed in order for St. Louis County Public Works to continue plowing snow. As of now, St. Louis County is satisfied with the brushing that has been done and nothing further will be done at this time. 

Amidon Triebwasser spoke with Supervisor Kinsley and claimed Jake’s Grading accidentally damaged his culvert when turning around on his property on Moberg Road. Kourtney inspected the culvert and said it is dented, but functional. Jake Demenge stated he will inform the grader operator to turn around at the end of the road. Kourtney Kinsley motioned, supported by Will Keyes to place 1 load of class 5 gravel and post two signs stating “not a turnaround or private property” at this area. Kourtney Kinsley aye. Will Keyes aye. Calla Peterson aye. All in favor. MOTION CARRIED. 
Jake Demenge, Jake’s Grading, gave an update on the roads. Cemetery Road will be in good condition by Memorial weekend. They will start reclaiming the shoulders on Kauppi Lake Road this month. 
Per Fall 2017 Road Review, Tracy Excavating will ditch further from the corner towards the west on Lily Lake Road and any damages to the ditch will be fixed at that time. Tracy excavating was contacted to lower the culvert on Lily Lake Road. 

A resident called regarding South Strand Lake Road and it will be looked at further during Road Review on June 2nd.
