The cross culvert on Moberg Road looks good but after it was placed there was a water flow issue and it was found to be from a culvert on the field side of the road and it will be taken care of. St. Louis County: Auditor - Counties are now required to create an emergency elections plan and communicate the plan to all cities, towns, and school districts. Public Works - Turnarounds for snowplowing now require signatures from residents. Forms were sent to the two residents on Cotton Township turnarounds along with a stamped envelope to be returned to the St. Louis County Public Works.  
Old School Lives: It was suggested to look into different ways the town could budget more money for Old School Lives in the future.
